our identity 3 reasons we must take action:

1.	 arXiv’s visuals are inconsistent and project a sense of 
neglect. 

2.	 Other services use our name and it is too generic 
for us to legally protect. This causes confusion and 
weakens our identity.

3.	 Despite arXiv’s reliability and value, funders question 
our ability to deliver professional services.

Brand Research With our advisory group we generated a list of attributes  

to measure and surveyed the community—and got  

over 7000 responses in 24 hours! 

arXiv users really are the best.

Our brand research showed that 

people have wildly different 

perspectives of arXiv. A strong 

identity, on the other hand,  gathers 

people around a central touchstone.

The results were in...
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Community?

The Community attribute is not high for any group,  

and on the wrong trajectory: it’s lower for younger, 

newer arXiv users. 

Research Surprises

arXiv’s community is diverse and wide-ranging. In our 

research, we found that people close to arXiv -- board 

members, funders -- valued arXiv as a community but 

saw a need to bolster the infrastructure stability. 

In contrast, the 7,000 users who responded to the 

survey expressed the opposite view: arXiv’s stability was 

perceived as strong, whereas community was not.

Essential, not enjoyable

arXiv provides essential value but is not welcoming or 

enjoyable to use. It leaves arXiv vulnerable to 

competitors and less able to protect a truly open pre-print 

culture.

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Our Northstar Our core value in a few

With help from the IAG we distilled our research into this 

northstar direction: arXiv is a place of connection, 

linking together people and ideas, and connecting them 

with the world of open science.

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A mark that fits

At the heart of every brand is a symbol that is  

identifiable, memorable, and legally defensible.

The difficult task of the brand mark is to be 

memorable and unique enough so that meaning 

can build over time.

Here is a sampling of arXiv’s logo journey!

Though it held potential the doorway symbolism was not 
immediately identifiable and memorable. Other directions were 
stronger.

Too many other logos use alpha symbolism. It also held one too 
many messages (alpha and chi) which weakens it’s memorability. 
The designer Paul Rand would say “It’s like wearing a belt AND 
suspenders”. 

arXiv’s current logo, plain text written out in a standard system font, 
was not unique enough to legally protect. We also wanted to go 
further and create a mark with potential for symbolic meaning. 

This logo had the right concept of multiple elements coming 
together. But it needed improved legibility, visual harmony, and 
integration with arXiv’s name. We also found an existing logo with a 
similar form so it lacked protectability.

This mark is legible and getting closer to our northstar. However 
it is overly complex and unbalanced. The symbolism is also not 
quite right as the two elements suggest divergence rather than 
community.

Narrowing in...

Our challenge was to embody this idea of 

arXiv as a place of connection in a visual that 

is also memorable and legally protectable.

The vertical arms imply a hierarchy of 
ideas, not what arXiv stands for.

These many directions led us to a mark 
that emphasizes collaboration and unity. 
This is our logo.

Multiple directions/ideas are represented in 
this abstract chi. But they exploding away 
from their central anchor? 

Horizontal shapes are on an equal plane but 
look like opposing forces. We also drifted 
away from the chi.

These two directions begin to intersect, 
but are not strong and cohesive.

These arms intersect and are joined, 
are a more cohesive single letterform, 
but are too busy visually.

The two arms of the chi link into one united 
symbol that embodies our northstar: arXiv is 
a place of connection, linking people and 
ideas to the world of open science.

The font is also unique and protectable, and 
references our roots in the earliest days of 
the internet. 

It is a symbol that truly speaks to who we are.

A clear area around the logo prevents any nearby 
graphic elements from interfering with the name’s 
impact. This distance is the minimum amount of space 
that must surround the logo. 

Create the clear area in proportion to the type size. The 
“X” represents the height the “a” in arXiv.

The arXiv logo looks to the future and nods to the past, 
with a font that pays homage to arXiv’s birth in the 90’s 
while also being forward looking. 

The arms of the ‘X’ retain stylistic elements of the ‘chi’ 
in our name, with a lengthened top left and lower right 
branch.

Symbolically, the intertwining of the arms at the heart of 
the logo captures the spirit of arXiv’s core value. arXiv is 
a place of connection, linking together people and ideas, 
and connecting them with the world of open science.

The logo should not be altered 

in any way, redrawn, used in an 

unspecified color or reproduced on 

a background that will impair its 

visual recognition.  

 

Use of the name arXiv and 

associated logos, web addresses, 

and colors are only allowed with 

explicit written permission from 

the arXiv management team.

Reference these alternate logos for 

specific editorial uses when our 

standard logo cannot be used, such 

as on a dark background, when red 

is not allowable, or for single color 

or grayscale applications.

The primary lockup configuration should maintain 
spacing around the logo equal to the height of the ‘a’,  
as shown.

Lockups are used for internal arXiv 

projects with unique impact and a 

need for distinct branding, and for 

approved partnerships.
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arXiv is an indispensable tool for the 

scientific community. Nevertheless 

it can be difficult to describe. These 

brand pillars drive our messaging.

We strongly believe that science is for 
everyone, and arXiv is committed to provide access to 
knowledge to everyone: no matter their country, gender, 
race or background. To prosper, science needs expertise, 
diverse ideas and the scientific method. arXiv brings these 
ingredients together without prejudice or fear.

Our core value has remained the same for three 
decades and can be summed in up just three words:

Open, above all.

Openness for arXiv is more than just Open Access. 
It is transparency, open mindedness, collaboration, 
and flexibility.  The world has changed since arXiv was 
created in 1991, but throughout these changes arXiv 
remains your gateway to open science.

A note about Cornell Red: in web interfaces red signals errors. It’s also a color that causes visibility issues for those with color 
blindness. Therefore red should rarely be used as a text color on the web. However Cornell Red makes a bold statement, further 
connects us to Cornell University’s brand, and is a powerful stylistic element when used appropriately. Please visit the ‘Web 
Element Patterns’ section of this guide for examples of it’s use.

Researchers rely on arXiv for fast access to cutting 
edge work and archived articles, and our voice, tone, 
and language should reflect arXiv’s important role in 
researchers’ lives. 

arXiv’s personality has the potential to create emotional 
connections across our communities. It’s also an 
important way to distinguish arXiv from its peers and 
competitors. arXiv’s personality helps us decide how to 
present arXiv to various audiences.

It is part of Cornell University and 
reports organizationally to the Dean of Cornell Tech, 
who acts as arXiv’s steward. 

	� arXiv is rock solid. arXiv’s strong technical, funding, 
and governance foundation reliably provides 
readers and authors an integral gateway to open 
science, all year long, across the globe. A significant 
part of this strength is drawn from our relationships 
with people and organizations in research and 
scholarly communications.

Countless discoveries, connections, and 
synergies have been catalyzed in arXiv’s 30+ year 
history.

How we describe arXiv

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Pronunciation

We get it... pronouncing our name 

is not obvious! Following are the 

correct ways of saying and writing 

our name.

arXiv is always written with a lowercase ‘a’ and a 
capitalized ‘X’. It is not preceded by the word ‘the’. 

We know our spelling is a little unusual and we never 
correct someone who gets its wrong. We share the 
right pronunciation and spelling through example and 
repetition, not admonition.

WRITING OUR NAME

arXiv (/är kīv/) is pronounced like the word ‘archive’. 

The ‘X’ in our name is the chi symbol used in mathematics, 
physics, and other fields. The chi is most accurately 
pronounced like the ‘ch’ in the scottish word loch, but in 
common use is pronounced like the english letter ‘k’. 

Some people refer to it as ‘the arXiv’. Internally we do not 
precede the name with ‘the’, but this is a longstanding 
convention among some users and both are considered 
correct.

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arXiv Brand Slogan

arXiv connects
your research with the world

We use the slogan “arXiv Connects” to highlight all the ways in which arXiv acts as a place of connection, a hub, for the 
scientific community.

The slogan is always displayed as light text on a black background, partially overlapping a colorized image. Images usually 
bleed off the edge on atleast two sides. Content should be aligned with the edge of the image because the slogan is breaking 
out of the grid established by other content.
